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General Information for Exhibitors

Exhibit Hall Hours

The exhibit hall will be open on Wednesday, May 18. Set-up that
morning is any time between 9:00am-11:15am. Exhibits will be
open from 11:15am-1:15pm, with lunch available to exhibitors and
attendees in the hall during those hours; and again from 4:45pm to
6:30pm, with a reception in the exhibit hall.

Exhibitor Participation in Conference Events

The association’s goal for exhibitors is to maximize the time you

get to interact with attendees. In addition to the exhibit hours, we
suggest you sit with attendees during meals and the educational
and general sessions. And this year, we are providing a free evening
on Wednesday so that exhibitors can dine with attendees, another
opportunity to network with conference participants.

Each exhibitor is permitted up to four (4) representatives per booth
in the exhibit hall, two of whom will receive tickets for lunch and
the reception on Wednesday, and breakfast on Thursday. Those
two representatives are welcome and encouraged to attend the
education and general sessions, and will receive Certificates of
Attendance for any sessions attended. Badges for additional
exhibitor representatives may be purchased at a fee of $75 per
badge.

Attendees dress in casual, comfortable clothing, although some
may wear business attire to the educational programs; exhibitors
may wish to use this as a guide in determining their appropriate
attire for the conference.

Exhibit Booth

Each booth measures 10" wide x 10’ deep and includes an 8’
table, pipe and drape, and an ID sign. Wireless service is also
included (you will receive the password at registration) as well as
electric service, but exhibitors are asked to bring their own power
strip and extension cord. If other A/V is needed, this should be
noted on the contract and exhibitors will be given the contact
information in order to contract directly with the hotel for those
needs. Exhibits must conform to the size of this space and must
not obstruct other booths.

The association will make every effort to assign requested space
but cannot guarantee such assignment. Space will be assigned
on a first-come, first-served basis until all booth locations
are assigned. Upon receipt of the completed contract and
payment, the association will email to the exhibitor an up-to-

date layout of booths so that the exhibitor may select their booth
assignment.

No exhibits shall be dismantled or removed prior to the close of
the show at 6:30pm on May 18. Exhibitors may dismantle/remove
their booth materials between 6:30pm-7:30pm on May 18, or
between 7:00am-9:00am on May 19. If an exhibit is dismantled
prior to the close of the show, said exhibitor(s) may be prohibited
from attending the 2012 Annual Conference. The exhibit hall will
be closed during non-exhibit hours.

Exhibitors are not requested or expected to offer drawings for
prizes, but for those planning to do so the association will provide
an opportunity at the conclusion of the Reception on Wednesday
evening, the 18th, to announce prize winners.
